PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION

MAY 3, 2006 MEETING MINUTES

1. The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m.

2. Members in attendance: Bernadette de la Fuente, Rita Green, Art Korte, David Lancaster, Chad Meyer, Art Mitchell, Tim Norton, Peter Tuffli, Aldermen T.J. Redmond and Ed Johnson, and City Administrator George Liyeos.

Bernadette de la Fuente asked if an Alderman is a voting member of P&Z? Mr. Liyeos confirmed that an Alderman is not a voting member of the Commission.

3. A MOTION WAS MADE BY RITA GREEN AND SECONDED BY TIM  

      NORTON TO APPROVE THE APRIL 4TH MINUTES WITH   
      APPROPRIATE CHANGES.  THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

     A MOTION WAS MADE BY RITA GREEN AND SECONDED BY CHAD 
     MEYER TO APPROVE THE APRIL 19TH MINUTES WITH     

     APPROPRIATE CHANGES.  THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

4. A MOTION WAS MADE BY PETER TUFFLI AND SECONDED BY CHAD MEYER TO INCLUDE ADDITIONAL ITEMS TO THE AGENDA.

THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

5. Update regarding MVOB and Draft of Sign Ordinance.

Mr. Lancaster stated that there was nothing to report as he still must meet with Terry Beiter of PGAV.

6. Architectural Review of “Sun Room” addition to 1121 Rockman:

For the record it was mentioned that Neil Cantwell’s Reports are excellent, but that they are only to be brought to P&Z if he has questions that the Commission needs to resolve.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY CHAD MEYER AND SECONDED BY TIM NORTON TO APPROVE THE ARCHITECTURAL PLAN OF THE “SUN ROOM” ADDITION TO 1121 ROCKMAN.  THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

7. A MOTION WAS MADE BY ART KORTE AND SECONDED BY PETER  

      TUFFLI TO APPROVE THE ARCHITECTURAL PLAN FOR THE 

      PROPOSED NEW ADDITION FOR 2632 ROCKFORD. THE MOTION   

      PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

8. Mr. Liyeos reminded members of the Residential Design Guidelines and Strategic Plan Joint Meeting in Olivette on the 4th of May.

9. The Board of Alderpersons remanded the Television Engineering Corporation sign issue back to P&Z noting that the supergraphics and color mark area on the outside of the building are in excess of Rock Hill’s sign standards. John Berendzen, Architect and Jack Lyons, President of TEC spoke in favor of the size of the graphics and mark area as being essential for their business, and to help locate the building for clients and visitors.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY PETER TUFFLI AND SECONDED BY CHAD MEYER TO RECOMMEND TO THE BOARD TO MAKE AN EXCEPTION TO THE SIGN ORDINANCE TO APPROVE THE SUPERGRAPHICS AND MARK AREA BECAUSE OF THE BUSINESS’ LOCATION WITHIN AN INDUSTRIAL ZONE, AND THAT IT WILL NOT BE VISIBLE TO THE SURROUNDING RESIDENTIAL AREA.  THE MOTION PASSED BUT WITH BERNADETTE DE LA FUENTE CASTING A NO VOTE.

10. Bernadette de la Fuente presented Commission with the completed copy of the 

      City of Rock Hill Residential Redevelopment and Design Guidelines Manual, and  

      the Planning and Zoning Commission Final Report.  Bernadette noted that the 

      Manual explains how the Commission interprets the open, incomplete Ordinances 

      regarding residential development. 


A MOTION WAS MADE BY BERNADETTE DE LA FUENTE AND 

      SECONDED BY PETER TUFFLI TO RECOMMEND TO THE BOARD 

      OF ALDERPERSONS TO APPROVE THE CITY OF ROCK HILL 

      RESIDENTIAL REDEVELOPMENT AND DESIGN GUIDELINES FOR A 
      9 MONTH TRIAL PERIOD. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

P&Z will report on the process and its impact.

11. Chad Meyer provided Commission Members with sketches of homes designed 

      by Kingbridge Homes for 2528 Pocahontas Place, and for 9339 Crawford Avenue 

      to seek Members input regarding the placement of the garage and how the homes  

      fit with the Design Guidelines. 

12. Rita Green reminded Commission members of the Board of Adjustment meeting 

      on May 10th and of issues that had been considered by P&Z.

13. A MOTION WAS MADE BY PETER TUFFLI AND SECONDED BY 

      CHAD MEYER TO ADJOURN THE MEETING.  THE MOTION PASSED
