1. The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m.

2. Members in attendance: Rita Green, Art Korte, David Lancaster, Art Mitchell, Tim Norton, Peter Tuffli, Alderman T.J. Redmond, and City Administrator George Liyeos.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY TIM NORTON AND SECONDED BY ART MITCHELL TO APPROVE THE MAY 3RD MEETING MINUTES WITH THE CORRECTION THAT DAVID LANCASTER CAST A NO VOTE ON THE ISSUE REGARDING RECOMMENDING THAT THE BOARD MAKE AN EXCEPTION TO THE SIGN ORDINANCE TO APPROVE THE SUPERGRAPHICS AND MARK AREA FOR TELEVISION ENGINEERING CORPORATION.  THE MOTION WAS APPROVED UNANIMOUSLY.
4. A MOTION WAS MADE BY TIM NORTON AND SECONDED BY ART KORTE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA FOR THIS MEETING.  THE MOTION WAS APPROVED UNANIMOUSLY.
5. Update from the Chairman regarding the MVOB and Draft Sign Ordinance.  Mr. Lancaster informed the Members that he will be meeting with Mr. Liyeos and Terry Beiter on Tuesday May 23rd at 9:00 a.m. to further discuss these issues.

6. Follow up and further discussion regarding the Residential Design Review Guidelines introduced at the Board of Aldermen meeting on May 16th.  Mr. Liyeos informed the Members, most of whom were at the Board meeting, that the 1st reading of Bill No 1672 was approved regarding amending the zoning ordinance of the city pertaining to the single family residential zoning district and site plan review and approving single family residential review guidelines. 7. Review and recommendation to the Board of Aldermen regarding the vacation of streets as outlined in the Ordinance drafted by the City Attorney.
