A MOTION WAS MADE BY RITA GREEN AND SECONDED BY CHAD MEYER TO APPROVE THE JUNE 7, 2006 MEETING MINUTES.  THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

4. Approval of meeting agenda: 
A MOTION WAS MADE BY RITA GREEN AND SECONDED BY BERNADETTE DE LA FUENTE TO AMEND THE AGENDA TO STRIKE RITA GREEN’S NAME FROM ITEM 7 ON THE AGENDA AND ADD RESIDENTIAL GUIDELINES COMMITTEE.  THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY ART KORTE AND SECONDED BY BERNADETTE DE LA FUENTE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA AS AMENDED.  THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

5. Review and recommendation to the Mayor and Board of Aldermen on the Motor 

      Vehicle Oriented Business Regulations:

Upon discussion changes were made to B. Definition on page 1 of the Regulations   

      to strike parts of the second sentence as underlined and noted by the quotation 

      marks: The list of businesses which constitute motor vehicle oriented businesses  

      include convenience stores “having a gross floor area of more than one 

      thousand (1,000) square feet” gasoline service stations having convenience store 

      facilities, “with a gross floor area of more than one thousand (1,000) square 
      feet”, drive-in banks, drive-in or drive-through restaurants, drive-in sales, and car 

            wash operations which are not accessory to an allowable use

A change was also made to the definition on page 5 of MOTOR VEHICLE 

           ORIENTED BUSINESS by striking parts of the second sentence as underlined  

           and noted by quotation marks: The list of businesses which constitute motor 

           vehicle oriented businesses include convenience stores “have a gross floor area 

           of more that one-thousand (1,000) square feet”, gasoline service stations having 

           convenience store facilities “with a gross floor area of more that one-thousand               

           (1,000) square feet”, drive-in banks, drive-in or drive-through restaurants, drive-

           in beverage sales, and car wash operations which are not accessory to an allowable 

           use. 

          A MOTION WAS MADE BY RITA GREEN AND SECONDED BY ART  

          KORTE TO ACCEPT THE MOTOR VEHICLE ORIENTED BUSINESS 
          REGULATIONS AS REVISED AND RECOMMEND THEIR APPROVAL              

          BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN.  THE MOTION PASSED BUT WITH 
          ALDERMAN. T.J. REDMOND VOTING AGAINST THE MOTION.

           Aldermen Redmond’s objection was that the MVOB Regulations might hurt the 

           city in the long run by limiting development and thereby affecting income for the 

           city.

6. Review and recommendation to the Mayor and Board of Aldermen on the Draft 

      Sign Ordinance.

Upon extensive review and discussion of the Sign Code as facilitated by the Chairman David Lancaster:
A MOTION WAS MADE BY CHAD MEYER AND SECONDED BY ARTHUR MITHELL  TO ACCEPT THE SIGN CODE REGULATIONS AND RECOMMEND THEIR APPROVAL TO THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN.  THE MOTION PASSED BUT WITH ALDERMAN T.J. REDMOND VOTING AGAINST THE MOTION.

7. Review of the Instructions for Residential Building Projects Materials as developed by the Residential Guidelines Committee.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY CHAD MEYER AND SECONDED BY BERNADETTE DE LA FUENTE  TO ACCEPT THE INSTRUCTIONS FOR RESIDENTIAL BUILDING PROJECTS MATERIALS AS DEVELOPED BY THE RESIDENTIAL GUIDELINES COMMITTEE.  THE MOTION PASSED.
