PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION MEETING

MAY 2, 2007

1. This meeting was called to order at 6:30 P.M.

2. Members in attendance: Bernadette De La Fuente, Rita Green, Art Korte, David Lancaster, Art Mitchell, Tim Norton, Peter Tuffli, Neil Cantwell – City Inspector, George Liyeos – City Administrator, and T.J. Redmond - Alderman

3. Approval of the April 2, 2007 meeting Minutes:

A MOTION WAS MADE BY PETER TUFFLI AND SECONDED BY ART MITCHELL TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE APRIL 2, 2007 MEETING WITH THE CORRECTION TO AGENDA ITEM #7 CHANGING APPROVAL OF THE SPECIAL PERMIT APPLICATION FOR AVIS CAR RENTAL TO “RECOMMEND FOR APPROVAL” THE SAID APPLICATION.  THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

4. Approval of the agenda for the May 2 meeting

A MOTION WAS MADE BY RITA GREEN AND SECONDED BY ART KORTE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA BUT WITH AN ADDITIONAL ITEM AT THE END OF THE MEETING FOR MEMBERS’ ISSUES.

5. Architectural review and Site Plan approval for a new house at 2528 Pocahontas   

      to be constructed by Kingbridge Homes.

      A MOTION WAS MADE BY T.J. REDMOND AND SECONDED BY TIM  

      NORTON TO APPROVE THE SITE PLAN FOR 2528 POCAHONTAS.  

      THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

      A MOTION WAS MADE BY ART KORTE AND SECONDED BY TIM 

      NORTON TO APPROVE THE ARCHITECTURAL PLAN FOR 2528 
      POCAHONTAS.  THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

6. Architectural review and approval for a new façade remodel of the building at 9814-9834 Manchester.  Mr. Max Nall represented the new owners: Scott Saunders Real Estate.  He stated that the new owner is eager to improve the appearance of the building and the new fascia is designed to meet new sign code requirements when they are enacted.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY RITA GREEN AND SECONDED BY TIM NORTON TO APPROVE THE ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW FOR 9814-9834 MANCHESTER.  THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

Mr. Nall was asked by Rita Green if the owner had considered improving the existing pole sign for the property, he advised that he would bring that issue to the owners attention.

7. Review and approval for a new Wall sign and Ground Directional sign at 9800 

      Manchester for a new business known as Boulevard Bank.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY RITA GREEN AND SECONDED BY ART MITCHELL TO APPROVE THE WALL SIGN AND GROUND DIRECTIONAL SIGN FOR BOULEVARD BANK.  THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY. 

8. Review and approval for new Awning signs located at 9893 Manchester for the existing business known as Sprint. The owner presented a rendering of the proposed changes and stated that the existing Sprint window signs would be removed.  However, the existing box sign located higher on the building, but not included in the rendering would remain.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY PETER TUFFLI AND SECONDED BY ART KORTE TO APPROVE THE NEW AWNING SIGNS FOR 9893 MANCHESTER.  THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

9. Review and approval for a new Wall sign located on the proposed Stein Mart 

      Building located in the Novus Development Plaza at 9510 Manchester.


A MOTION WAS MADE BY RITA GREEN AND SECONDED BY TIM 

      NORTON TO APPROVE THE NEW WALL SIGN FOR STEIN MART AT   

      9510 MANCHESTER.   THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

10. Review and approval for new Wall signs and a Ground Directional sign at 2609 Rock Hill Industrial Court for the new business known as Dcal Services.  The new signs are replacing the face of existing signs from the previous business.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY BERNADETTE DE LA FUENTE AND SECONDED BY ART KORTE TO APPROVE THE WALL SIGNS AND GROUND DIRECTIONAL SIGN AT 2609 ROCK HILL INDUSTRIAL COURT.  THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

11. Architectural Review and Site Plan approval for a new house at 2412 Pocahontas 

That will be constructed by Mayer Homes.  This proposed house is located in a predominately masonry neighborhood and must meet the requirements of Section 405.760A (4).  Rita Green noted that the front elevation of the proposed house does not meet the masonry requirement.

      A MOTION WAS MADE BY ART KORTE AND SECONDED BY TIM  

      NORTON TO APPROVE THE SITE PLAN FOR A NEW HOUSE AT 2412 

      POCAHONTAS.  THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

      A MOTION WAS MADE BY TIM NORTON AND SECONDED BY ART  

KORTE TO APPROVE CONDITIONALLY THE ARCHITECTURAL 

REVIEW FOR THE NEW HOUSE AT 2412 POCAHONTAS WITH THE 

REQUIREMENT THAT REVISED ARCHITECTURAL PLANS WITH 

THE REQUIRED 75% MINIMUM MASONRY ON THE FRONT 

ELEVATION WILL BE SUBMITTED AND APPROVED BY THE CITY 

BUILDING INSPECTOR.

THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.


Rita Green advised the project owner and representative obtain a copy of the 

            City’s material ordinance and calculation methods to insure that the revised plans 

            can be approved.

12. Bernadette De La Fuente spoke of the necessity of contextual drawings with the 

      submission of building plans.  An alternate to the context drawing using photos of 

      existing properties with the front elevation of the proposed project was discussed.  

      Rita Green volunteered to make an example of such an alternate to provide a  

      sample for future residential applicants’ reference.
